Course Syllabus – Spanish I

2011-2012 School Year
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Course Description: In The Spanish I course, students learn basic grammatical concepts and the present tense of verbs and develop their ability to use them together to express themselves both orally and in writing. Students’ understanding of and ability to use correctly various parts of speech will be developed while also building vocabulary, speaking, and writing skills. Students will grow their knowledge of the culture and traditions, history, arts, and people of the Hispanic and Spanish civilizations. 
Rationale: According to the Ohio Department of Education Foreign Language Standards, the acquisition of a foreign language is based on Communication, Comparisons between the target and home culture and language, Cultures (i.e. celebrations, art, music), Connections with other disciplines (i.e. social studies, science), and Communities  (authentic applications). Reading, listening, speaking, and writing skills are developed through these concepts.
